Thank you for returning the application form.
A temporary road closure Order is being arranged to close [road] from [date] to [date]. 

The closure Order will require access to premises within the closure to be maintained at all times.

Please erect advance warning signs at both ends of the closure, at least one week prior to the start of your works. These signs should include information such as the start date and expected duration of works, as well as a contact number for any enquires from members of the public. The text should be clear and concise as possible and ideally should read: ‘Road Closed here from [date], for [n] days/weeks, tel. [your telephone number]’. Also, please inform all residents and businesses directly affected, of your intentions in writing, prior to the closure taking effect. Please would you supply me with a copy of your letter. For the sake of public relations it is important that you are committed to the ‘from’ date so that the closure actually commences on the advertised date.

If refuse vehicles will not be able to access properties within the closed section and a collection day falls within the closure period you may need to arrange for their wheelie bins to be taken to the end of the closed area to be emptied. Please contact our Direct Services Unit on 023 8068 8378 to check if this will be necessary.

If the road closure is on a bus route it is important that you ensure that the bus companies are informed of the dates of works and keep them updated if any changes to the dates of works are likely. If you require the contact details of the bus companies please contact us.

You are responsible for providing and maintaining the road closure and diversion route signing in line with the approved signing schedule and in accordance with the New Roads and Street Works Act 1991 and Chapter 8 of the Traffic Signs Manual, for the duration of the works. 
You will be invoiced for the cost of arranging the closure Order in due course.
Please note, if the advance warning signs have not been erected at least seven days before the start of the planned start date then the works will have to be postponed to a later date, which may incur a further fee.
