Guidelines for Placing Tables and Chairs on Highway
1.
The Licensee shall be permitted to place items such as tables and chairs in the area indicated on a plan (the area) and attached to the licence.

2.
In the event that chairs and/or tables are found outside the area notification will be given to replace them within the area within one hour.  If this is not done the Authority has the right to remove the chairs and tables without further notice and recover reasonable costs of doing so.

3.
A walkway free of obstructions of 1.5 metres minimum must be maintained for pedestrians, either adjacent to the premises or adjacent to the highway as indicated on the plan.

4.
Due regard must be taken of the layout of tables and chairs to ensure that partially sighted groups and those with mobility impairments can negotiate reasonably around and through the tables and chairs.

5.
Tables and chairs must not be sited to obscure visibility for road users.

6.
Tables and chairs must be cleared from the highway when business closes overnight and in times of darkness adequate lighting must be provided.

7.
The tables and chairs must be sited so that they do not obstruct drainage outlets and access to utility apparatus must be maintained.

8.
The area must be kept clean and free from debris at all times, and it shall be the responsibility of the licensee to ensure that the area is clean and tidy.
